Instructions/Forms for Submission of
Petitioned Articles for Town Meeting Warrant

The attached forms are intended to serve as the proper process and format for submitting a
citizen�¶s petition article for insertion into a warrant for the Annual Town Meeting or a Special
Town Meeting, and should be used for all petition article submissions. 

�x Ten (10) registered voters of the Town may submit a petition article for inclusion
in the Annual Town Meeting warrant (Massachusetts   General   Laws   Chapter   39,
Section 10)

�x Two Hundred (200) registered voters of the Town may submit a petition article
for inclusion in a Special Town Meeting warrant (Town   Charter   Chapter   C,
Article 2)

Proponents of a citizen�¶s petition article are encouraged to secure more signatures than
necessary, in the event the signatures are disqualified for any reason (i.e. non registered voter,
ineligible signature, etc.). The Town encourages petitioners to consult with Town Counsel and/or
the Town Administrator to ensure the wording is in proper form to be considered by Town
Meeting. 

The article will  be subject to review by the Warrant Committee and Board of Selectmen; in
addition the Planning Board will  need to review for any zoning article; Town Counsel will
review submitted citizen petition articles and may provide assistance in basic formatting of the
article and may provide legal guidance on the wording of the article.

Requests for zoning amendments should be closely coordinated with the Planning Board prior to
submission to assure compliance with MGL Chapter 40A Section 5. For more information please
contact Sarah Raposa, Town Planner, sraposa@medfield.net.

Any proposal that includes an appropriation must identify  the source of those funds in the
proposed article. 

The lead petitioner of each petition article will  be notified of the date of a hearing or deliberation
by the appropriate Town Board. If  the respective Town Board supports the article, the Town will
prepare the motion for consideration by Town Meeting. If  the Town Board is not supportive, the
lead petitioner is responsible for moving the article at Town Meeting with a positive motion.

You may copy the citizen�¶s petition page as needed to secure enough signatures. Each page of
signatures must have the proposed article set out at the top of the page.
